	In 2002, the Communaute de communes (a gathering of several villages) of Begard region (Brittany) stated its intention to buy the Palacret, a site which presents natural resources (rivers, fishponds), a rich heritage (farm building, mill, chapel), industrial resources (linen machine) and the vestiges of a glorious past (vestige of members of a charitable order dating from the 12th century) which is worth preserving and developing. Trough partenership with local associations and études ET chantiers Bretagne association, they aim at making “a citizen meeting point of local and international cultures” of the Palacret, in order to increase intercultural exchanges of all ages and social backgrounds putting together and to promote territories (from local to the international). Several steps of works will ensure the setting up of an intermediary basis of international workcamps, the construction of a set of workshops (open air museums, electric central control room, ressources center…), the renovation of the hospital site (river works, excavations…).

Since 2000 the Communauté de communes organizes with études ET chantiers, international workcamps in the Palacret and in Bégard region, which aim at renovating and at safeguarding the natural and built heritage.

The Palacret area is situated in a small isolated valley between the village of Bégard (5 km away from the workcamp), where there are all corner shops and the village of Saint Laurent. A regional office of Etudes ET chantiers Bretagne association is established there with an integration team, which works all over Begard region and one permanent leader, Eckhard Speidel, who will be the technical leader of your workcamp. Volunteers receive the warmest of welcomes thanks to the strong mobilization of local associations and the elect. You will be able to participate in the “Fest-noz” (the famous Breton celebrations) and to discover the charming Bretagne region with its amazing pink grained coast (the Palacret is situated about thirty km away from the sea).
