Following the 

defeat of the Ottoman 

Empire at the hands of 

the Allies, and the 

subsequent plans for its 

partition, Mustafa Ke-

mal led the Turkish 

national movement in 

what would become the 

Turkish War of 

Independence. His 

successful military 

campaigns led to the 

liberation of the country 

and the establishment of 

the Republic of Turkey. 

As the Republic's first 

president, Mustafa Ke-

mal introduced a range 

of far -reaching reforms 

which sought to create a 

modern, democratic and 

secular state.

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The city stands on 

a bay in the Ae-
gean with the pen-
insula of Guvercin 

Ada sticking out 
into the sea at one 

end, and the 
mountain of Kaz 
Daĵē behind.  It is 

90  km (56  mi) 
south of Ķzmir, the 

region's largest 
metropolitan cen-
ter. It is 71  km 

(44  mi) from the 

provincial seat of 

Aydēn situated 
inland.  The 
Yavansu Fault Line 

passes near Kuĸa-
dasē and there 

have been earth-
quakes here 
throughout his-

tory . The name 
comes from 

'kuĸ' (bird) and 
'ada' (island) as 
the peninsula has 

the shape of a 

bird's head (as 

seen from the 
sea). Since Byzan-
tine  times it has 

been known as 
Ephesus Neopolis , 

Scala Nuova , be-
coming Kush -
Adasi  at the begin-

ning of the 20th 
century. Some 

people from the 
Aegean region 
shorten the name 

to Ada.  

Kuĸadasē Gulf widens towards 

the South towards the beaches 

and gulfs of the Aegean. Kuĸada-

sē Gulf always has ships, yachts 

and cruise ships passing 

through.Historical places,natural 

beauties,old fashioned narrow 

streets for shopping, the 

temperate climate and the 

cultural acilities contribute to the 

vivacity of this cosmopolitan 

city.  

Kuĸadasē port is one of the most 

important components of local 

tourism.It is serviced by two 

wharves respectively 264 and 255 

meters long and has the capacity of 

ship acceptance of 2400 ships per 

year.The port serves Cruise ships 

and other boats.The arrival of these 

ships is an indispensable part of 

Kusadasi's tourism as the ships 

bring day trippers, and creates a 

most important share to the 

economical activities in the county.  

Kusadasē  is one 

of the  busiest 

ports of Turkey 

on the Aegean 

Sea and houses 

of  big cruise 

ships each year.  
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
